MITE2S- Minority Introduction to Engineering, Entrepreneurship, and Science

This program is a six-week residential program at MIT for rising high school juniors. The 
students take classes at MIT and interact with their faculty and students. The program is 
free; the only costs are transportation to and from MIT. Visit the website to see other 
summer programs, internships, scholarships and engineering societies. 
 
SAMS Summer Academy for Mathematics and Science

This is a six-week residential program at Carnegie Mellon University in Pittsburgh, PA. This is 
open to rising junior and rising senior students. This program has a challenging curriculum 
with programs that build academic and personal skills. The students are responsible for 
books, supplies, transportation, and recreational expenses. The average cost of these 
expenses is around $300. Carnegie Mellon also has other summer programs that have 
tuition expenses, however applicants to SAMS may be recommended for these 
programs at the cost of the SAMS program. 
 
Quest Scholars Program 
https://www.questbridge.org/high-school-students/college-prep-scholars   
This is a five-week long summer program for high school students at Stanford University. 
The larger program associated with the Quest Scholars works to support the students 
throughout their college years. The students in this program are low- 
Income and interested in science. The program is free.
